SECTION _ A
1. Deflnition of Terms: In the contract document as herein defined where the context so

admits, the following words and expressions will have the lbllowing meanings:
1 .1 "The Owner" means The Cotton University, Guwahati- 781 001 .

1.2 "Thc Contractor" nrcans the person or the pcrsons, firm or company rvhose tcndcr
has been accepted by the Orvner and includes the Contractor's legal represcntative. his
succcssor and pcrmitted assignees.
1.3 The "Officer-in-Charge" shall Mean the person designated as such by the
Owner and shall include those who are expressly authorized by the Owner to act for and
on his behalf lbr oneration of this contract.
1.4 The "'Work" shall mean works to be executed in accordance with the contract
or part thcrcof as the case rnay be and shall include all extra additional altered or
substituted works as required fbr the purpose of the contract.
1.5 The "Permanent work" means works as handed over to the Owner by the Contractor
on completion of the contract.
1.6 "Construction Equipment" means all applications and equipment of whatsoever
nature fbr the use in or for the execution. completion- operation or maintenance of
the work unless intended to fbrm part of the Permanent work.
1.7 "Site" means the areas on which the permanent Works are to be execute or carried
out and any otherplaces provided by the Owner fbr purpose ofthe contract.
1.8 "Contract Document" means collectively the Tender Document. Designs,
Drawings, Specilications, agreed variations. if any, and such other documents
constituting the tender and acceptance thereof.
1.9 The "Contract" shall mean the Agreement between the Owner and the
Contractor for the execution of the works including therein all contract documents.
l.l0 The "Specification" shall mean the various technical specifications attached and

referred in the tender documents. It shall also include the latest edition including all
addenda/corrigenda of relevant Indian Standard Specifications published belbre entering
into Contract.
1.11 "The Drawings" shall include maps. plans ancl tracings or prints thereof with any
modifications approved in writing by the Engineers-in-Charge and such other drawings
as may required , from time to time, or furnished or approved in writing by the

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SECTION - B

2. GENERAL INFORMATION
2.1 Location and Accessibility of Site: Cotton University, Panbazaar, Guwahati-781001.
2.2 Scope of Work : The scope of work is defined in the special conditions of
Contract and specifications. All design, drawing. materials required fbr the work shall
be approved by the appropriate authority prior to procurement and use.

2.3 Power Supply: 1'he Contractor will make his own anangement fbr his
requirement of power to carry out the work. Owner will not be supplying power for
this work. All the r,vorks by the Contractor in this regard will be done as per the Indian
Electricity Act and rules liamed there under and as approved by the Ofllcer-in-Charge.

2.4 Site clearance: On completion of the works undedaken by the Contractor, he shall
remove all temporary works erected by him and have the sitc cleaned as directed the
Officer-in-Charge.

SECTION _ C

4.5) Defect Liability period: the defect liability period is 6 months from the date of issue

of completion certificate. During the period any constructional defects has to be rectified
at the cost of the contractor. The retention of money will be issued after issue of flnal
completion certifi cate.

4.6) Payrnent Schedule: The payment schedule will be on Item rate basis. All statutory
deductions applicable in the contract will be made fiom the bills.
4.7) Courl Jurisdiction: Court Jurisdiction within the city of Gur,vahati, Kamrr.rp (metro).
No arbitration in any fbrm will be entertained.

SECTION _ E

5. Other Condition of Contractor

6.1) Contractor's Remuncration: The price to bc paid by the Owncr to Contractor lor the
whole of the work to be done and the performance of all the obligations undertaken
by the Contractor under the contract documents shall be ascertained by the
application of the respective schedule of rates and payment to be made accordingly
for the work actually executed and approved by the Officer-in-Charge. The sum so
ascertained shall (excepting only as and to the extent expressly provided herein)
constitute the sole and inclusive remuneration of the Contractor under the contract and
no further other payment whatsoever shall be or become due or payable to the Contractor
under the contract.

6.2) Rates to be Inclusive: The price/ rates quoted by the Contractor which is inclusive
of all taxes, duties, levies, cess and any other taxes applicable shall remain firm till the
issue of final certificate and shall not be subject to escalation. Rates shall be deemed to
include and cover all costs, expenses and liabilities of every description and all
risk of every kind to be taken in executing, completing and handing over the work
to the Owner by the Contractor. The Contractor shall be deemed to have known the
nature, scope, magnitude and the extent of the works and materials required though the
contract document may not fully and precisely furnish them.
6.3) Rate to Cover Royalties, Rents and Claims: The rates shall be deemed to include
and cover the cost of all royalties and fees for the articles and processes, protected by
letters, patent or otherwise incorporated in or used in connection with the works, also
all royalties, rents and other payments in connection with obtaining materials of
whatsoever kind for the works and shall include and indemnity to the Owner
which the Contractor here-by gives against all actions, proceedings, claims damages,
costs and expenses arising fiom the incorporation in or use on the works of any such
articles, processes or materials.

materials and all contributions and taxes for unemployment compensation. insurance
and old age pensions or annuities now or hereafier imposed by any Central or
State governmental authorities which are imposed with respect to or covered by
the wages. salaries. or other conrpensations paid to the persons employed by the
Contractor and the Contractor shall be responsible for the compliance with all
obligations and restrictions imposed by the l-abor Law or any other law affecting
employer-employee relationship and the Contractor furlher agrees to comply and to
secure the compliance of all sub-Contractors. with all applicable Central State,

Mr-rnicipal and local laws and regulations and requirements of any Central, State or
Local, Government agency or authority. Contractor further agrees to def-end, indemnify
and hold harmless irom any liability or penalty which may be imposed by the Central.
State or l-ocal authorities by reason of any violations by Contractor or sub-Contractor
of such laws, regulations or requirements and also tiom all claims, sLrits or
proceedings that may be brought against the Owner arising under growing out of, or by
reason of the work provided fbr by this contract, by third parties, or by Central or
State government authority or any administrative sub-division thereof.

7.2) All taxes income tax, Duties, Levies, GST, Building and other Construction
Workers Welfare Cess or any other tax or Cess in respect of this contract
applicable at the time of submission of this tender shall be payable by the
Contractor and the Institute shall not entertain any claim whatsoever in this
respect. Taxes, GST, Cess etc. shall be deducted as per applicable rules fiom the
bills of the contractor at the rates prevailing on the day of submission of the tender.
Bids are to be submitted considering all taxes as applicable. The Institute shall reimburse
service tax, if applicable, on production of paying the same. Any increase in the rates

of any existing taxes/duties/levies/royalties etc shall be borne by the Institute. If
there are any decreases the amounts payable will be reduced accordingly.

7.3) Other taxes: Any fresh imposition of taxes, duties, levies etc, imposed after
receipt of tender shall be reimbursed by the Institute on actual on production of proof of
imposition of the tax.

7.4) Insurance: Contractor shall at his own expense carry and maintain insurance
with reputable insurance companies to the satisfaction of the Owner as follows:

Government authority or any political sub-division thereof. The Contractor agrees to
fill in r,vith thc Employcc's Statc Insurancc Corporation, thc Dcclaration Forms. and
all fbrms which may be required in respect of the Contractors or sub-Contractors
employees. whose aggregate remuneration is Rs. 15000.00 per month or such
amount as prcscribcd undcr thc Employccs Statc Insurancc Act, 1948 from timc to time
and who are employed in the work provided for or those covered by ESI fiom time to
time under the Agreement. The Contractor shall deduct and secure the agreement
of the sub-Contractor to deduct the employee's contribution as per the first schedule of
the Employee's State Insurance Act fbrm wages and afllx the Employee's contribution
Cards at wages payment intervals. l'he Contractor shall remit and secLlre the
agreement of the sub-Contractor to remit to the State Bank of India, Employees'
State Insurance Corporalion. Account, the Employees contribution as required by the
Act. the Contractor agrees to maintain all cards and records as required r"rnder the
Act in respect of employees and payments and the Contractor shall secure the
agreerrtcrtt of the sub-Contractor to maintain such records.

physician shall be furnished to thc Owner.
8.3. General Rules : Smoking within the battery area, tank f-arm or dock limits is

strictly prohibited. Violators of the no smoking rules shall be discharged immediately.
8.4) Contractor's Baricades
8.4.1) Contractor shall erect ancl maintain barricades requirecl in connection with his
opcration to guard or protcct Exactions hoisting areas.

8.14) All scaffblds, ladders and other safety devices mentioned or describcd herein shall
be maintained in safe conditions and no scalfold, ladder or equipment shall be altered or
rcmoved while it is in use.

8.15) These saf-ety provisions should be brought to the notice of all concerned by
the displaying on a notice board at a prominent place at the work-spot. The person
responsible for compliance of the safbty code shall be named therein by the Contractor.
8.16) To ensure effective enforcement of the rules and regulations relating to

salety precautions, the arrangertrents rnade by the Contractor shall be open to
inspection by the Welfare Officer, Officer-in-Charge or safety Engineer of the
administration or their representatives.

SECTION _ I

9.0 Technical specification:
9.1 fhe works shall be carried out in conjunction with specifications, schedule of item
and the construction drawings issued fiom time to time. The latest edition of the
specifications given in Central Public Works Department (CPWD) 2020-21
9.2 ln interpreting the specifications the following sequence shall be followed unless
otherwise given in writing by the Engineer-in- charge:
(a) Nomenclature of items of the schedule of items.
(b) Drawings and working details.
(c) Technical Specifications given in the tender
In absence of the specifications in any of the above, the specifications furnished by the
Olficer-in-Charge based on sound engineering practices shall be final and binding.
9.3 The schedule of quantities, the structural and Architectural drawings shall be
properly co-related and all these documents should be read and operated in
harmonious conjunction. ln case of any discrepancy in items given in the Schedule of
Quantities appended with the tender and architectural drawings relating to relevant item
the former shall prevail unless otherwise given in writing by the Officer-in-
Charge.
9.4 All the works shall be carried out in sound workmanship and true to line,
level, plumb and as per the best practice of the trade.

9.5 All materials to be supplied by the contractor shall be new. All packed items shall
arrive at site in original packing only. Any items found defective or damaged shall be
replaced by the contractor at his own expenses. The sources of materials stated in the
specifications are those from which materials are generally available. However,
materials not conlorming to specifications shall be rejected even if they come from the
stated source. The contractor should satisfy himself that sufficient quantity of material
of acceptable specification is available from the stated or other sources.

9.6 All the materials brought at site shall be stored and stacked in a proper manner. The
materials requiring protection from the sun and rain shall be kept inside the temporary
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strllctures to be erected at site by the contractor. The contractor shall also fbllow the
manufacturer's instructions for storing and stacking the materials. The storage tacilities
are to be created by the contractor at his own expense. The contractor shall consult the
Officer-in-Charge regarding collection and stacking of basic materials required for the
work. They should not stack any materials in any place other than those approved by the
Officer-in-Charge within the plot area. On completion of the work the area used
will bc rcstorcd, propcrly' dressed to satisfaction of the Offlcer-in-Chargc at no extra
cost
9.7 The contractor shall be responsible lbr co-coordinating the work with works
ofother trades sulficiently ahead of time to avoid unnecessary hold ups. Hangers,
sleeves. recesses etc. shall be left in time as the work proceeds.

9.8 A site order book will be kept at the site of the work in which instructions shall be
recorded by Site Engineer / Architect or their representatives. The contractor or his
authorized agent shall sign the site order book to acknowledge the instructions in all
events and follow the same.

9.9 All works shall be adequately protected, to the satisf-action of the Officer-in-
Charse. so that same is free from damage throughout the period of construction up to the
time of handing over. Special care must be taken to prevent damage and scratching of all
fittings and fixtures, Tool marks on exposed fixtures shall not be accepted. Protective
paper on fixtures shall be removed with hot water only at the llnal completion of the
work. Before handing over the possession of work, the contractor shall clean all
elements of the complete installation, remove plasters, splashier, stickers, rust stains
and other foreign matter and leave every part in acceptable condition and ready lbr
use to the satisfaction of the Officer-in-Charse/ Architect.
